SAFETY WISE STANDARDS RELATED TO COOKIES
· Standard 28 ~ Activities Involving Money (pg.74)
· Girl Scout groups are financed by dues, money-earning activities and a share of money earned through council-sponsored product sale activities.  Daisy Girl Scout may not be involved in raising or handling any money, including group dues and proceeds from group money-earning and product sale activities.  
·  “Group money earning” refers to activities following a planned budget and carried out by girls and adults, in partnership, to earn money for the group treasure.  “Council-sponsored product sale activities” are council-wide sales of authorized products, such as Girl Scout cookies or calendars, in which groups participate.  The funds are for Girl Scout activities and are not to be retained by individuals as their property.  Girls’ participation in group money earning projects or council-sponsored product sale activities is based on the following:
· Voluntary participation

· Written permission of a parent or guardian.
· Council guidelines.
· An understanding of and ability to interpret to others why the money is needed.

· Correct business procedures.
· Observance of local ordinances related to involvement of children in money-earning activities.
· Adherence to guidelines for personal protection.
· Planned arrangements for safeguarding the money.
· Girl Scouts, in their role as Girl Scouts, may not raise or solicit money for other organizations. However, girls may contribute a portion of their group treasure to  organizations or projects they consider worthwhile if they have funds that are not needed for the activities during the year (for example, local or international community service organizations or environmental  projects).  
· Encourage girls to designate a portion of their group treasure for the annual membership dues of the members. This is a sound and efficient practice that enables girls to meet membership dues and lessens their potential burden to individual members.
· Standard 31 ~ Council-Sponsored Product Sale Awards (pg. 76)
Groups and individuals may choose to earn council product sale awards.  Awards are program-related and of a type that will provide opportunities for girls to participate in Girl Scout activities.  Girls may earn the Girl Scout Cookie Sale Activity Pin as well as the age appropriate award.  In addition, each council may choose through a plan for recognition to provide items such as patches, camperships, event fees, day camp fees, scholarships for destination, and materials and supplies for program activities to participants.  The council plan for recognition applies equally to all girls participating in the product sale activity.
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· Standard 30 ~ Council Sponsored Product Sale Activities (pg. 75)

· Groups participate in no more than two council-sponsored product sale activities each year and only one of these may be a cookie sale.  The percentage of money to be allocated to participating groups is determined by the council and explained to leaders prior to the product sale.  Daisy Girl Scouts and their parents may not sell cookies or other products.  The selling of Girl Scout cookies or other council-sponsored products is a valuable program experience for girls.  These activities may not be conducted b adults. Adults serve in a supporting role for girls but should not assume sole responsibility for sales.  Parents and guardians grant permission and are informed about the girls’ whereabouts when they are engaged in product sales.  Girls should be identifiable as Girl Scout by wearing a Membership Pin or uniform or caring a membership card.  Adults must monitor, supervise, and guide the sale activities of all age levels.  
· Brownie and Junior Girls Scouts must be accompanied by an adult.  Girl Scouts 11 years of age or older who participate in door-to-door sales must be supervised by an adult.  Girls always use the buddy system.  Money due for sold products should be collected when the products are delivered or as directed by the Girl Scout council.  Girls may not engage in selling Girl Scout Cookies or other products approved for council-sponsored product sales on the Internet.  Girls can use e-mail to let family and friends know about the sale.  Procedures for conducting council-sponsored product sales are determined by the council.  The council provides training on the procedures to follow during the sale to all participants.  All girl members may participate in council-sponsored product sales activities.  The council sets the guidelines for participation and determines how the proceeds and recognition system will be managed.  The council maintains some of the proceeds resulting from product sales to support program activities and participation of all registered Girl Scouts.  The income from product sales does not become the property of individual girl members.
· Standard 32 ~ Council Fund-Raising (pg. 76)
Fund-raising or fund development to support the Girl Scout council is the responsibility of adults, and this responsibility should not be placed with girls. Girls may provide support to these efforts through voluntary service.  Selling Girl Scout cookies is not a fund-raising activity.  “Fund-raising” or “fund development” refers to any of various methods of soliciting contributed funds-for example, an annual campaign, a capital campaign, project funding, planned giving, benefits, and federated funds allocation.  
Some examples of suitable ways for girls to support the council’s fundraising efforts include speaking about the Girl Scout program, stuffing envelopes for an annual fund-raising campaign, assisting at a fund-raising function by carrying out a flag ceremony, escorting dignitaries, and putting together an audiovisual presentation.
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· Girl Scout Cookie/Council-Sponsored Product Sale Activities (pg. 131)
· Daisy Girl Scouts and their parents or guardians may not participate in cookie or other product sale activities.  When Brownie, Junior, and Girl Scouts, 11 years of age or older, participate in cookie or other product sales, review and follow these activity check points.
· Planning and Supervision

· Local ordinances related to involvement of children in money-earning projects are observed.

· Girls are involved in planning and setting goals for the product sale activity.

· Each girl’s participation is voluntary.

· Written permission is obtained from a girl’s parent or guardian before the girl participates in a council product sale.

· Girls may use telephones and email to alert friends and relatives to product sales.  Girl may not sell products by posting information and making transactions on a Web site on the Internet.

· A parent, guardian, or other adult must know each girl’s whereabouts when she is engaged in product sales.  The buddy system is used.

· Clothing

· Girls wear a membership pin or a uniform or carry a membership card to identify themselves as Girl Scouts.

· Order Taking and Selling

· Girls are familiar with the areas and neighborhoods in which they will sell.

· Adults accompany Brownie and Junior Girl Scouts.

· Adults provide supervision and guidance for all age levels.

· Girls participate in door-to-door sales only during daylight hours, unless accompanied by an adult.
· When girl Scouts operate a booth in a store, mall, or other public place, adults must be present at all times.

· Girls learn and practice personal protection skills as outlined in their handbooks.  For example:

· Use safe pedestrian practices, especially when crossing at busy intersections.

· Do not enter the home of a stranger.

· Do not carry large amounts of money.  Provision for safeguarding the money is made in advance.  Adult support ensures that girls do not carry large sums of money.  

· The troop leaders/advisor’s or other designated telephone number is given for reorders or complaints; a girl does not give her telephone number.

· When planning sales booth, contact local authorities for permission and for additional safety and security suggestions and assistance.
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· Emergency Procedure and First Aid (booth/door sales)
The leader/Advisor:

· Ensures that an adult with current first-aid training is present when required.

· Makes available first-aid equipment and supplies appropriate to the activity.

· Understands and practices first-aid procedures appropriate to the activity.

· Makes sure emergency medical care is accessible.

· Leaves an itinerary with a contact person at home; calls the contact person upon departure and return.

· Writes and posts or carries a list of emergency telephone numbers.

· Reviews and is sure the group understands specialized safety and rescue procedures appropriate to the activity.

· Establishes security plans and procedures prior to activity participation.  The leader, assisted by the girls, develops a security plan for the meeting place or activity area.  Include procedures for determining the number of girls and their whereabouts at all times.

· Conducts a head count before and after every activity.

· Is sure every girl knows where to go and how to act when confronted by strangers or intruders and is able to sound an agreed-upon alarm.
· Product Sales (pg. 129)
· Girls and adults may not post notices on the Internet to sell Girl Scout Cookies or other product from council-sponsored product sales.
